ROCKCLIMBING ADVENTURE

Start out the week with a full day of High Cope Experience 60" to 80' feet up in the pines, on a
100" cable walk, or giants ladder, then rappel done and climb a caving ladder to a 200" ZIP Line. Learn
team work, safety, climbing procedures by doing.

Then backpack to a mountain meadow, set up camp for 4 days of real rockclimbng, not on some
wooden wall, but real Sierra granite, with a 4,000 view of Mono basin behind you as you learn from
experienced climbers. Advisors can even end up with the Climb Leader Certification.

Return for your last night, and soak out the kinks in our hot tub.
